BSEO Executive Board meeting minutes 

for October 30, 2007 at admin. ctr.

Scott Moore reported that the by-laws have been submitted by Tom Walsh to the IEA legal dept. for consideration.

Scott is sitting on the dist. energy committee, also the committee to find a new BHS principal.  Scott reported that he will be going to the IEA Director’s meeting.

They are working on the C scale for the job descriptions updates.  They are waiting to hear from Connie Simon about working on support services in December.

The treasurer reported that we have paid our first state dues bill of the year and that we have an up-to-date membership roster.  Yes there a maximum amount of money that we can roll over each year.  It’s a percentage so not an established dollar figure.  We need to budget within what we bring in each year.  We need to add memorials and get well gifts to the proposed budget.  We need to put money in the scholarship fund.  There is about $21,000 in our general fund and $2,500 in the IPACE fund.  We will have an Executive Board meeting on November 6 at 4:30 at BMS-SC to further discuss the budget.

Myra Lusiak has officially been nominated as ESP of the year. 

Harold will be meeting with Mike Johann, Asst. Supt. Of Human Resources tomorrow.  Cheryl Jellowitz has volunteered to work on the committee to develop an evaluation tool.  Kim Martinez, Eva Nowakowski, Cathy Walters & Patti Baumann have volunteered for the committee to create a new job description and upgrade rubric.  Kim Martinez will be on the committee to create a job description for the Sunny Hill reading intervention aides.
We have a rough draft of the November 9th Institute Day planned events.  All classified staff must attend the programmed events.

We will discuss the wage committee next time.

Marsha Williksen reported that the ESP Conference was great.  The Round Table discussions were great; networking with people similar jobs was wonderful.  Wages are important.  Stipend credit for our years of college  for classified staff are needed.

There are 7 open positions for the ESP Conference.  See the November Advocate for information.  

Discussion on teaching incentives was tabled.

There is still a question about what step new employees are being hired at.

Harold will be addressing concerns about the summer school wages during his conversation with Mike Johann tomorrow.  Kim Martinez wanted to know why the summer school wages were changed in contract during housekeeping without it going to the membership first for approval.  Why did the raises not kick in on July 1?  Harold says there are no set ground rules for summer pay.  Scott will look into the contract ratification for the Article 18.06-07.  Summer school jobs haven’t been posted in the past.  It was expressed that membership needs to vote on this issue.  Harold will ask Mike Johann tomorrow if we can have a summer work committee?  Much discussion was had about this.
Patti Baumann made a motion to adjourned, Eva Nowakowski seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 6:35 p.m.
